Addi-
tionally, firearms may not be discharged in the devel@ped of the ranch,
Horse Camp, nor in the area bordered by Dry Creek orotlith,2he Mainte-
nance road from Dry Creek to Pipeline Road, the Devdl@mmpound and
Highway 36 on the north; and Horse Camp on the West.

Your help in monitoring the above policies will assure our coetil safety
record here at R-Ranch and the enjoyment of our Second Ameahdights.

ATV/MC Identification New Rules

The Board of Directors approved earlier this year a newATV/MC identification system. The idea is to make it asier to
identify ATV/MC vehicles that belong on the ranch.

The policy will go into effect as of January 1, 2007, and ticke for non-compliance will start being issued as of Jung&, 2007.

All Motorcycles will be required to have their four digit owner number on the right number plate of the velicle. The num-
bers will be a minimum of 3 inches in height and be Btk in color on a white background. If they will notfit on a chil-
dren’s motorcycle the Ranch management will help determie a solution, this may include the use of smaller nungis. All
numbers shall be 4 digits even if the owner number igss than 1000. For example if the owner number is ofeindred and
twenty eight, then the number posted is 0128, not 128.

ATVs will be required to have the same 3 inch black nmbers on a white background on the back of the vehig] they will
be mounted on a plastic number plate.

The owner may purchase the numbers and number plate frorthe Ranch office for a small fee, that will cover therice of
the numbers and or plate.

If an owner chooses to have a guest that has a ATV/MC thehe guest shall go to the office and purchase white mibers
and a red background, to be posted on the vehicle ihé same fashion as the owner. The numbers will be theimber of the
owner’s share. This way the management will be able tdentify who is a guest and who is responsible for thguest.
